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Message from the President – Barry Momyer, CIH 
Greetings everyone, As you may be aware, federal OSHA has not established a specific 
standard for occupational heat stress, however they have provided some guidance on 
heat stress, especially in the construction industry or other outdoor activities (i.e. 
landscaping, tree trimming, agricultural, oil & gas well operations, etc.). Although the 
OSHA heat stress guidance is directed primarily at outdoor activities. With the summer 
months approaching, work does not stop, in fact construction usually increases. Do not 
neglect the indoor activities where exposure to other heat sources (exist i.e. furnaces, 

molten metal, etc.) and adds to the employee’s heat load. 
Millions of U.S. workers are exposed to heat in their workplaces. Although illness from exposure to heat is preventable, 
every year, thousands become sick from occupational heat exposure, and some cases are fatal. Most outdoor fatalities, 
50% to 70%, occur in the first few days of working in warm or hot environments because the body needs to build a 
tolerance to the heat gradually over time. 
Plan and prepare for the impending “dog days” of summer and beyond on either side of those dog days. Employers 
should create a written plan to prevent heat-related illness. Use the tools on the OSHA web site to help 
(https://www.osha.gov/heat-exposure/resources). Important elements to consider when creating the heat plan 
are included on the OSHA website (https://www.osha.gov/heat-exposure/planning). 
There are several personal risk factors for workers, including: employee health (i.e., obesity, high blood pressure, 
diabetes, heart disease, etc.), general physical fitness, medications, alcohol or caffeinated drinks, illicit drug use, 
etc. The previous list is not comprehensive.  
Remember, every worker/employee is unique as it is related to heat stress and the factors contributing to a 
worker/employee heat load.  Let’s have an enjoyable, safe and successful “dog days” of spring/summer. 
As a reminder, as a member please take advantage of the AIHA University eLearning that the Pittsburgh Local 
Section has made available at no cost to our members.

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NIOSH/NPPTL: A Vital Mission Preserved

The Bruceton Research Center, home to the National Personal Protective Technology Laboratory 
(NPPTL) under the National Institute for Occupational Safety and Health (NIOSH), has a legacy 
rooted in over a century of public health and safety innovation. Its origins trace back to the 
establishment of the U.S. Bureau of Mines (USBM) in 1910 and the Office of Industrial Hygiene 

and Sanitation in 1914. The federal government’s involvement in respiratory protection began in earnest on January 15, 
1920, when the USBM certified its first respirator—the MSA Gibbs breathing apparatus for mine rescue. This milestone 
was followed by the approval of the first particulate filtering respirator in 1934 and the first chemical cartridge respirator 
in 1944, laying the groundwork for modern respiratory protection standards. 

In 1970, the passage of the Occupational Safety and Health Act marked a transformative moment for worker protection 
in the United States leading to the creation of both NIOSH and the Occupational Safety and Health Administration (OSHA). 
NIOSH, with headquarters initially in Washington, DC (now also in Atlanta, GA) eventually grew to include key operating 
divisions in Anchorage, AK; Cincinnati, OH; Denver, CO; Pittsburgh, PA; Morgantown, WV; and Spokane, WA. The Institute 
was entrusted with a critical mission: to advance research and training to improve worker health and safety, providing 
evidence-based recommendations to OSHA and the Mine Safety and Health Administration (MSHA). Recognizing the 
growing need for a dedicated focus on respiratory protection and personal protective equipment (PPE), at the request of 
Congress, NPPTL was established in 2001, based in Pittsburgh (Bruceton, South Park area). In 2011, the strategic transfer 
of nine Morgantown staff and five laboratories from other NIOSH divisions to NPPTL further expanded its capabilities. This 
move enhanced operational efficiency and reinforced NPPTL’s vital role in protecting the workforce through cutting-edge 
PPE research and a rigorous respirator approval process focused on safety and quality.  

At the core of NPPTL’s mission is the Respirator Approval Program (RAP), which ensures that respiratory protective devices 
meet the rigorous standards outlined in 42 CFR Part 84. As the sole federal authority for respirator certification, NPPTL 
has strengthened performance standards and expanded access to certified protection. To date, NPPTL has certified over 
10,000 respirator configurations—including SCBAs, SARs, APRs (such as N95s), and emergency escape devices.  The lab 
also conducts post-market surveillance and collaborates with key partners such as OSHA, the FDA, NIH, NFPA, EPA, AIHA, 
and the International Safety Equipment Association to uphold safety standards across industries. 

In early 2025, this critical program faced an existential threat. A proposed reorganization placing NIOSH under the newly 
formed Administration for a Healthy America (AHA) led to termination notices for NPPTL staff. This move raised serious 
concerns about the potential influx of counterfeit respirators, regulatory confusion among employers, and the stalling of 
implementation of innovations in protective respiratory devices. 

In response, the American Industrial Hygiene Association (AIHA) launched a campaign on April 9, rallying occupational and 
environmental health and safety (OEHS) professionals to advocate for the restoration of NIOSH including its NPPTL. 
Through newsletters, emails, and social media outreach, the campaign generated in excess of 3,400 messages to 
legislators. Support poured in from across the safety community, including the AFL-CIO, nursing associations, and PPE 
manufacturers. 

These collective efforts culminated in the rescinding of the termination notices on May 13, 2025, enabling NPPTL staff 
returned to work the following day—averting a potential collapse of the nation’s PPE infrastructure. 

Looking forward, sustaining and modernizing the NIOSH Respirator Approval Program is not just about worker safety—it’s 
a cornerstone of national preparedness, interagency coordination, and public trust. In an era of evolving threats, 
preserving this historic and life-saving mission is more critical than ever. The AIHA remains steadfast in its support of 
NIOSH and its mission to protect first responders, healthcare workers, industrial laborers, miners, and skilled tradespeople 
across the country.
